Although we will certainly make mention of it in our prayers on Sunday, 
September 11, our primary focus will be on reopening the church school 
and celebrating òHomecoming Sunday.ó  However, there will be a commu-
nity -wide service of remembrance at 7:00 p.m. that evening on the Town 
Green (please see page 2).  
 

 Iõm sure the events of 9/11 are indelibly etched on our minds.  I remember Susan call-
ing me at work to say she heard an airplane had flown into one of the World Trade Center 
buildings.  The church staff all huddled around a TV set in the computer room and watched 
in disbelief as a second plane collided with the towers.  Then we stared in horror as the 
twin towers keeled over and collapsed.  
 
 I was just as confused as everyone else but I felt the doors of the meetinghouse 
should be open.  We had an impromptu service that evening that was attended by about 
100 people.  The only real way to get word out was by ringing the church bell.  Many people 
dropped by because they simply didnõt know where else to turn.  I remember someone said 
to me, òI just knew the church would be open.ó 
 
 The doors of this church have been open now for over 380 years.  First Church has 
served as a spiritual home and a safe haven through revolutions, wars, hurricanes, epidem-
ics, recessions, and almost every other kind of calamity you can think of.  God willing it will 
continue to serve as a spiritual home and a safe haven for many years to come.  
 
 I hope you will come òhomeó to First Church on òHomecoming Sunday,ó September 
11.  We will return to our regular worship hours of 8 and 10 a.m. that morning.  Church 
school registration will take place on the front lawn of the church beginning at 9 a.m. or in 
Nelson Hall in case of inclement weather (you can also register on -line as well).  Please be 
sure to stay and join us for the annual òwelcome homeó picnic in Nelson Hall after worship.  
It will be good to be together again and to share stories about our summer adventures!  
 
 The writer, Thomas Wolfe said, òYou canõt go home again.ó  First Church is one place 
where you can always come home.  It is one place where, come what may, the doors will al-
ways be open!

Dear First Church Family,  
 òBack to the grind.ó  Itõs a phrase (often accompanied with a long-drawn 
sigh) thatõs heard a lot at this time of year.  Perhaps it is time to re-imagine 
what the ògrindó is; and, more importantly, what it can mean.  In order for 
grain to be made into bread, someone has to grind it.  What does it mean for 
us to ògrind grainó, to make bread to feed a hungry world?  The grain must 
go to the mill, and a mill requires three things: a power source, stones, and 

grist.  Each of these has its parallel in the spiritual realm, if youõll just be patient with me...   
 Our POWER SOURCE is the infilling, infusing strength of Godõs Holy Spirit.  When we 
open ourselves to the Spirit, we are given the internal energy to be and to do what is neces-
sary, regardless of how we might feel in our bodies or emotions.  This is where oneõs faith 
(believing/trust) is put to work.  
 MILLSTONES  - the working surface, the òplaying fieldó where the transformation of grain 
into flour is accomplished.  Our whole lives can be likened to a millstone; whoever we are, 
and wherever we are on lifeõs journey, we have the opportunity to make our situation count 
for God.  How?  By demonstrating Christõs Way of hospitality, mercy, compassion, forgive-
ness, and, above all, unconditional love for all.  
 Now for the good part:  GRIST.  The little, irritating, abrasive particles that work with the 
millstones to bruise, cut, and tear the individual grains into their dusty destiny: flour.  Most 
of us know at least one person, situation, or place that fits that criteria.  And, although it 
goes against the grain (pun intended) to do so, we can be thankful to God for the grist in the 
mills of our lives...that is where the nourishment is extracted that can feed the hungry until 
they are satisfied...and have enough left to share with others also.  
 First Church can be likened to a bakery, where the hungry can come to be fed.  But more 
than that, it is a place where we can bring ourselves --the fullness of our individual person-
hoods --an offering, as it were, of bread for a starving world.  As the ògrindó resumes, may we 
think of Church, not only as where we go to get something, but also where we go to give 
something.

Audit Yourself!  
 A few years ago, my husband and I decided we should take advantage of the home energy 
audit being offered by the utility companies.  On the appointed day, they arrived and did a 
test to see how leaky the house was (it was very leaky!)  They caulked a ton of places in the 
basement, attics and crawl spaces, replaced light bulbs, tested appliances for their energy ef-
ficiency, placed  a óvó shaped sealer in spaces in windows, and left behind an energy calcula-
tor instrument , some literature, and some coupons for new appliances.  I was impressed.   
 It cost us just $75 and our estimate was that we got perhaps $500 worth of inspection, 
not counting the coupons.  In the intervening five years, we have saved hugely on our gas and 
electric bills as a result. Our church is going to have an energy audit done on its buildings 
this fall, and we want to encourage our members to do the same.  To make an appointment 
for your audit, call 1 -877 -947 -3873.  There is also an income -related program that determines 
a sliding scale fee for you based on your income and the number of people in the home.  And 
this applies to renters who pay utilities too!  For more information, hereõs the website: http://
www.yankeegas.com/HomeCustomer/HES.asp.

From Our Church School Administrator  
 One of the things that I enjoy the most about this time of year is seeing all our First 
Church families returning to their normal school year routines. As a congregation             
member, I love seeing all of the children popping their heads up from their pew and look-
ing around for an old friend or two. As a Sunday school teacher and in my role as the 
Church School Coordinator, I truly enjoy watching these children change and grow over 
the summer months. From a quick passing glance, these changes may seem barely notice-
able, but when youõre looking and talking about spiritual growth - well thatõs hardly the 
kind of thing that can be visually measured, if it can even be measured at all.  
 Regardless of whether your time this past summer was spent relaxing or filled to the 
brim with activities, thereõs a pretty good chance that weõve all grown in spirit.  After all, 
spiritual growth doesnõt seem to follow any particular schedule, let alone the school calen-
dar. Thatõs not to say that calendars donõt serve a greater purpose in our childrenõs         
spiritual lives.

I suddenly felt that time was 
quickly slipping by, and yet at the same time, time seemed to be at a momentary stand-
still. Then I began to pray. I prayed that next year I would be right back in the same spot 
where I was standing. I prayed that I would be thinking about many of the same things. I 
prayed that I would continue to feel Godõs presence in my life and continue grow in my 
spirituality and take comfort in my deepening faith. I prayed that I would always remem-
ber not just who I am, but whose I am.
